More People Visiting WV Retirement Plus Online  
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CHARLESTON – The number of visits to West Virginia Retirement Plus’ Web site has increased by 10.5 percent from April to May, figures show.

West Virginia Retirement Plus is the name of West Virginia’s 457 deferred compensation plan, administered by ING for State Treasurer John Perdue’s office.

Hits to the site increased from 1,233 in April to 1,363 in May, a 10.5 percent increase.  The Web site features online account access, customized retirement calculators and other interactive features.

West Virginia Retirement Plus is similar to a private sector 401-k plan. Regular contributions are invested in mutual funds and are exempt from taxes. The plan’s participant pool has doubled in size since the Treasurer’s Office took over on July 1, 2006, to about 10,500 enrollees and $95 million in assets.
